Hearing aid users should switch to T. It is our tradition to be as
quiet and still as possible before the service starts. When the bell rings, please stand to sing:

Let saints on earth in concert sing with those whose work is done;
for all the servants of our King in heaven and earth are one.

One family, we dwell in him, one church, above, beneath;
though now divided by the stream, the narrow stream of death.

One army of the living God, to his command we bow:
part of the host have crossed the flood, and part are crossing now.

E'en now to their eternal home there pass some spirits blest;
while others to the margin come, waiting their call to rest.

Jesu, be thou our constant guide; then, when the word is given,
bid Jordan's narrow stream divide, and bring us safe to heaven.

The bishop greets the people:

And also with you.

The president introduces the celebration.
Christ calls us to share the heavenly banquet of his love with all the saints in earth and heaven.
Knowing our unworthiness and sin, let us ask from him both mercy and forgiveness.



After a moment of prayer and reflection:

Lord, you are gracious and compassionate: Lord, have mercy.

Lord, have mercy.

You are loving to all and your mercy is over all your creation: Christ, have mercy.
Christ, have mercy.

Your faithful servants bless your name and speak of the glory of your kingdom:
Lord, have mercy. Lord, have mercy.

May God forgive us our sins, heal and strengthen us by his Spirit,
and raise us to new life in Christ our Lord. Amen.

Glory to God in the highest, and peace to his people on earth.

Lord God, heavenly King, almighty God and Father,

we worship you, we give you thanks, we praise you for your glory.

Lord Jesus Christ, only Son of the Father, Lord God, Lamb of God,

you take away the sin of the world: have mercy on us;

you are seated at the right hand of the Father: receive our prayer.

For you alone are the Holy One, you alone are the Lord, you alone are the Most High,
Jesus Christ, with the Holy Spirit, in the glory of God the Father. Amen.

Let us pray. After a moment of silent prayer, the president says the Collect for All Saints’ Day.

Do you believe and trust in God the Father?
| believe in God, the Father almighty, creator of heaven and earth.

Do you believe and trust in his Son Jesus Christ?

| believe in Jesus Christ, his only Son, our Lord, who was conceived by the Holy Spirit,

born of the Virgin Mary, suffered under Pontius Pilate, was crucified, died, and was buried;
he descended to the dead. On the third day he rose again; he ascended into heaven,

he is seated at the right hand of the Father

and he will come to judge the living and the dead.

Do you believe and trust in his Holy Spirit?

I believe in the Holy Spirit, the holy catholic Church, the communion of saints,
the forgiveness of sins, the resurrection of the body, and life everlasting. Amen.
This is the faith of the Church.

Water previously blessed for a baptism is brought to the bishop, who sprinkles the people as the refrain to
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the prayers is sung first by the choir then by all. The prayers for All Saints Tide follow.
Please join in the refrain at the beginning and then at the end of the prayers.

The president introduces the Peace.

The president says a prayer over the gifts to which we all respond:
Blessed be God for ever.

THE EUCHARISTIC PRAYER follows. ‘

The Lord be with you. :

And also with you. — ) —
Lift up your hearts.

We lift them to the Lord.

Let us give thanks to the Lord our God. ’

It is right to give thanks and praise.

The president continues the prayer, thanking God for his saving works,

and then invites the people to join their praises with the whole company of heaven:

..... we proclaim your great and glorious name, for ever praising you and singing:
Holy, holy, holy Lord, God of power and might,

heaven and earth are full of your glory. Hosanna in the highest.

Blessed is he who comes in the name of the Lord. Hosanna in the highest.



The president asks the Father to send the Holy Spirit to sanctify the bread and wine,
and then repeats the Lord's own words over the bread and cup. .......

Great is the mystery of faith:

Christ has died: Christ is risen; Christ will come again.

The president continues, joining our offering with Christ's sacrifice of himself.
At the end of the prayer the president says:

..... all honour and glory be yours, almighty Father, for ever and ever.
Amen.

The president introduces the Lord’s Prayer and all say together:

Our Father who art in heaven, hallowed be thy name;

thy kingdom come, thy will be done on earth as it is in heaven.

Give us this day our daily bread

and forgive us our trespasses, as we forgive those who trespass against us.
And lead us not into temptation but deliver us from evil;

for thine is the kingdom, the power and the glory for ever and ever. Amen.

Please SIT or KNEEL as the president breaks the consecrated bread in pieces for all to share:
We break this bread to share in the body of Christ.
Though we are many we are one body, because we all share in one bread.

Lamb of God, you take away the sin of the world: have mercy on us.
Lamb of God, you take away the sin of the world: have mercy on us.

Lamb of God, you take away the sin of the world: grant us your peace.

The president addresses those who wish to come to Holy Communion:

Jesus is the Lamb of God, who takes away the sin of the world.

Blessed are those who are called to his supper.

Lord, | am not worthy to receive you, but only say the word and I shall be healed.

Those who wish to receive Holy Communion approach the altar. Communicant members of other churches
are invited to receive Holy Communion with us or to come forward to receive a blessing.

When all have received holy communion there will be a time of silence and stillness.
Then all please STAND with the President.

After a moment of silent prayer

Faithful God,

in baptism you have adopted us as your children,
made us members of the body of Christ

and chosen us as inheritors of your kingdom.

God, the source of all holiness and giver of all good things:
may we who have shared at this table

as strangers and pilgrims here on earth,

be welcomed with all your saints

to the heavenly feast on the day of your kingdom,
through Jesus Christ our Lord. Amen.
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Not fast

Please join in:

In our day of thanksgiving one psalm let us offer

for the saints who before us have found their reward;
when the shadow of death fell upon them, we sorrowed,
but now we rejoice that they rest in the Lord.

In the morning of life, and at noon, and at evening,

he called them away from our worship below,

but not till his love, at the font and the altar,

had clothed them with grace for the way they should go.

These stones that have echoed their praises are holy,

and dear is the ground where their feet have once trod;
yet here they confessed they were strangers and pilgrims,
and still they were seeking the city of God.

Sing praise, then, for all who here sought and here found him,
whose journey is ended, whose perils are past;

they believed in the light; and its glory is round them,

where the clouds of earth’s sorrows are lifted at last.

May God, who kindled the fire of his love in the hearts of the saints,
pour upon you the riches of his grace.
