Wisdom shines like the sun:

Thus a lifelong search for wisdom If we keep it all our days
in our hearts will abide - and guide us by God’s grace to our eternal home.

SECOND READING 1 Thessalonians 4.13-18

But we do not want you to be uninformed,
brothers and sisters, about those who have
died, so that you may not grieve as others
do who have no hope.

For since we believe that Jesus died and
rose again, even so, through Jesus, God will
bring with him those who have died.

For this we declare to you by the word of
the Lord, that we who are alive, who are
left until the coming of the Lord, will by no
means precede those who have died.

For the Lord himself, with a cry of
command, with the archangel's call and
with the sound of God's trumpet, will
descend from heaven, and the dead in
Christ will rise first.

Then we who are alive, who are left, will be
caught up in the clouds together with them
to meet the Lord in the air; and so we will
be with the Lord forever.

Therefore encourage one another with
these words.

The Gospel Acclamation follows.
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GOSPEL READING Matthew 25.1-13

May the Lord be with us all as we hear the Gospel of our Lord Jesus Christ according to

Matthew.
Glory to you, O Lord.



Jesus said to them "Then the kingdom of
heaven will be like this. Ten bridesmaids took
their lamps and went to meet the bridegroom.
Five of them were foolish, and five were wise.
When the foolish took their lamps, they took
no oil with them; but the wise took flasks of oil
with their lamps. As the bridegroom was
delayed, all of them became drowsy and slept.
But at midnight there was a shout, 'Look! Here
is the bridegroom! Come out to meet him."

Then all those bridesmaids got up and trimmed

their lamps. The foolish said to the wise, 'Give
us some of your oil, for our lamps are going

out." But the wise replied, 'No! there will not
be enough for you and for us; you had better

go to the dealers and buy some for yourselves.'

And while they went to buy it, the bridegroom
came, and those who were ready went with
him into the wedding banquet; and the door
was shut. Later the other bridesmaids came
also, saying, 'Lord, lord, open to us.' But he
replied, Truly I tell you, | do not know you.'
Keep awake therefore, for you know neither
the day nor the hour.

This is the Gospel of the Lord.

Praise to you, O Christ.
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Please sit down for the sermon. After the sermon there will be a time of silence. Then all please STAND

with the president for the Creed:
We believe in one God,

the Father, the Almighty, maker of heaven and earth, of all that is, seen and unseen.

We believe in one Lord, Jesus Christ, the only Son of God, eternally begotten of the Father,
God from God, Light from Light, true God from true God, begotten, not made,

of one Being with the Father; through him all things were made.

For us and for our salvation he came down from heaven, was incarnate of the Holy Spirit

and the Virgin Mary and was made man.

For our sake he was crucified under Pontius Pilate; he suffered death and was buried.

On the third day he rose again in accordance with the Scriptures;

he ascended into heaven and is seated at the right hand of the Father.

He will come again in glory to judge the living and the dead,

and his kingdom will have no end. We believe in the Holy Spirit, the Lord, the giver of life,

who proceeds from the Father and the Son, who with the Father and the Son is worshipped and

glorified, who has spoken through the prophets.

We believe in one holy catholic and apostolic Church.

We acknowledge one baptism for the forgiveness of sins.
We look for the resurrection of the dead, and the life of the world to come. Amen.



The Prayer of the Faithful follows: After each section:
Lord, in your mercy
hear our prayer.

The final section leads into the silence for Remembrance Day.

They shall grow not old, as we that are left grow old;

age shall not weary them, nor the years condemn.

At the going down of the sun and in the morning, we will remember them.
We will remember them.

Two minutes silence is kept.
At the end:

Almighty and eternal God, from whose love in Christ we cannot be parted,

either by death or life:

hear our prayers and thanksgivings for all whom we remember this day;

fulfil in them the purpose of your love;

and bring us all, with them, to your eternal joy, through Jesus Christ our Lord. Amen.

The president introduces THE PEACE:

We are the Body of Christ. In the one Spirit we were all baptized into one body.
Let us then pursue all that makes for peace and builds up our common life.
May the peace of the Lord be with us all.

Please join in:

Alleluia, sing to Jesus! His the sceptre, his the throne;
alleluia, his the triumph, his the victory alone:

hark, the songs of peaceful Sion thunder like a mighty flood;
Jesus out of every nation hath redeemed us by his blood.

Alleluia, not as orphans are we left in sorrow now;

alleluia, he is near us, faith believes, nor questions how:

though the cloud from sight received him, when the forty days were o'er,
shall our hearts forget his promise, 'l am with you evermore'?

Alleluia, bread of angels, thou on earth our food, our stay;
alleluia, here the sinful flee to thee from day to day:
Intercessor, Friend of sinners, earth's Redeemer, plead for me,
where the songs of all the sinless sweep across the crystal sea.

Alleluia, King eternal, thee the Lord of lords we own;

alleluia, born of Mary, earth thy footstool, heaven thy throne:

thou within the veil hast entered, robed in flesh, our great High Priest;

thou on earth both Priest and Victim in the Eucharistic feast.

The offerings of the people are collected and the bread and wine are brought to the altar.
The president says a prayer over the gifts to which we all respond:

Blessed be God for ever.

THE EUCHARISTIC PRAYER follows.

Join with me as | go before the altar of God, the God of our salvation,

to the God who lifts up my life.

May all our hearts be lifted to the Lord in thanks and praise, for this is right and just.



THE PRESIDENT continues the prayer, thanking God for his saving works, and then invites the people to
join their praises with the whole company of heaven:

Holy, holy, holy Lord, God of power and might, heaven and earth are full of your glory.
Hosanna in the highest.

Blessed is he who comes in the name of the Lord.

Hosanna in the highest.

THE PRESIDENT asks the Father to send the Holy Spirit to sanctify the bread and wine, and then repeats
the Lord's own words over the bread and cup.........

Great is the mystery of faith:

Christ has died: Christ is risen: Christ will come again.

THE PRESIDENT CONTINUES, joining our offering with Christ's sacrifice of himself. At the end of the
prayer the president says:

..... all honour and glory be yours, almighty Father, for ever and ever:
Amen.

The President introduces the Lord’s Prayer and all say together:

Our Father who art in heaven, hallowed be thy name;

thy kingdom come, thy will be done on earth as it is in heaven.

Give us this day our daily bread and forgive us our trespasses,

as we forgive those who trespass against us.

And lead us not into temptation but deliver us from evil;

for thine is the kingdom, the power and the glory for ever and ever. Amen.

The president breaks the consecrated bread in pieces for all to share:
We break this bread to share in the body of Christ.
Though we are many we are one body, because we all share in one bread.

Lamb of God, you take away the sin of the world, have mercy on us.
Lamb of God, you take away the sin of the world, have mercy on us.
Lamb of God, you take away the sin of the world, grant us peace.

The president addresses those who would wish to come to Holy Communion:

Behold the Lamb of God who takes away the sins of the world;

blessed are those who are called to his supper.

Lord, | am not worthy to receive you, but only say the word and I shall be healed.
The president receives communion for and on behalf of the people.

Consecrated bread remains in the tabernacle.
The choir sings a setting of “O How Amiable” (R. Vaughan Williams).
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Let me live and die in your love, let me reflect your love for me in my love for others.
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In perfect holiness and truth, in your living power over all evil and threat,
Through the power of the Holy Spirit and to the glory of God the Father.
Blessed and praised be Jesus Christ in the heights of heaven
and in this most holy sacrament. Amen.
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Please join in:

Judge eternal, throned in splendour, Lord of lords and King of kings,
With thy living fire of judgement purge this realm of bitter things:
Solace all its wide dominion with the healing of thy wings.

Still the weary folk are pining for the hour that brings release:
And the city’s crowded clangour cries aloud for sin to cease;
And the homesteads and the woodlands plead in silence for their peace.

Crown, O God, thine own endeavour; cleave our darkness with thy sword;
Feed the faithless and the hungry with the richness of your word:
Cleanse the body of this nation through the glory of the Lord.

Lord of heaven, God of peace, whose Son Jesus Christ proclaimed the kingdom
