He will come again in glory to judge the living
and the dead, and his kingdom will have no end.
We believe in the Holy Spirit, the Lord, the giver
of life, who proceeds from the Father and the
Son, who with the Father and the Son is
worshipped and glorified, who has spoken
through the prophets.

The president introduces THE PEACE:

We are the Body of Christ. In the one Spirit
we were all baptized into one body.

All exchange a sign of peace and we hear:
Immortal Love for ever full,

for ever flowing free,

for ever shared, for ever whole,

a never-ebbing sea.

Our outward lips confess the name
all other names above;

love only knoweth whence it came
and comprehendeth love.

We may not climb the heavenly steeps
to bring the Lord Christ down;

in vain we search the lowest deeps,
for him no depths can drown:

THE PRESIDENT continues the prayer, thanking
God for his saving works, and then invites the
people to join their praises with the whole
company of heaven:

Holy, holy, holy Lord, God of power and
might, heaven and earth are full of your
glory. Hosanna in the highest.

Blessed is he who comes in the name of the
Lord. Hosanna in the highest.

THE PRESIDENT asks the Father to send the Holy
Spirit to sanctify the bread and wine, and then
repeats the Lord's own words over the bread and

Great is the mystery of faith:
Christ has died: Christ is risen:
Christ will come again.

THE PRESIDENT CONTINUES, joining our offering
with Christ's sacrifice of himself. At the end of the
prayer the president says:

..... all honour and glory be yours, almighty
Father, for ever and ever:

Amen.

The President introduces the Lord’s Prayer and all
say together:

Our Father who art in heaven,

hallowed be thy name;

thy kingdom come,

thy will be done on earth as it is in heaven.
Give us this day our daily bread

and forgive us our trespasses,

as we forgive those who trespass against us.
And lead us not into temptation

but deliver us from evil;

for thine is the kingdom, the power

and the glory for ever and ever.

Amen.

We SIT or KNEEL as the president breaks the
consecrated bread in pieces for all to share:
We break this bread

to share in the body of Christ.

Though we are many we are one body,
because we all share in one bread.

Lamb of God, you take away the sin of the
world, have mercy on us.

The president addresses those who wish to come
to Holy Communion:

Behold the Lamb of God who takes away the
sins of the world; blessed are those

who are called to his supper.

Lord, | am not worthy to receive you,

but only say the word and I shall be healed.

Those who wish draw near to the altar. Those
who are baptized, whether or not yet confirmed,
are invited to receive Holy Communion. Others
are asked to fold their arms for a blessing. During
communion we hear Give us the wings of faith
(Bullock). When all have received Holy
Communion what remains of the consecrated
bread will be placed in the tabernacle for the
communion and we hear:

You are salt for the earth, O people:

salt for the kingdom of God.

Share the flavour of life, O people:

life in the kingdom of God.

Bring forth the kingdom of mercy,
Bring forth the kingdom of peace;
Bring forth the kingdom of justice,
Bring forth the city of God.

You are a light on the hill, O people:
light for the city of God!

Shine so holy and bright, O people:
shine for the kingdom of God.

You are a seed of the Word, O people:
Bring forth the kingdom of God;
Seeds of mercy and seeds of justice,
Grow in the kingdom of God.

We are a blest and a pilgrim people:
bound for the kingdom of God.

Love our journey and love our homeland:
Love is the kingdom of God!

After a time of silence all stand with the
President.

Let us pray.

After a moment of silent prayer.

Holy and blessed God, you have fed us with
the body and blood of your Son

and filled us with your Holy Spirit:

may we honour you, not only with our lips
but in lives dedicated to the service

of Jesus Christ our Lord. Amen
PLEASE SIT for the announcements then stand for
the blessing and dismissal.

The God of hope fill you with all joy and
peace in believing, and the blessing of God
almighty, the Father, the Son + and the Holy
Spirit, be among you and remain with you
always. Amen.
