It is our tradition be as still and quiet as possible before the service as we prepare together to 
celebrate the Eucharist. When the bell rings, please stand to join in:  
 

Hail to the Lord who comes, comes to his temple gate! 
Not with his angel host, not in his kingly state; 
no shouts proclaim him nigh, no crowds his coming wait;  
 

But, borne upon the throne of Mary's gentle breast, 
watched by her duteous love, in her fond arms at rest; 
thus to his Father's house he comes, the heav'nly Guest.  
 

There Joseph at her side in reverent wonder stands, 
and, filled with holy joy, old Simeon in his hands 
takes up the promised Child, the glory of all lands. 
 

Then Anna, steeped in prayer and holy constancy, 
tells all who wait for God to bring their liberty, 
with true prophetic power, "This child will set you free."                        
 

Hail to the great First-born whose ransom-price they pay! 
The Son before all worlds, the human child today, 
that he might ransom us who still in bondage lay. 
 

O Light of all the earth, thy children wait for thee! 
come to thy temples here, that we, from sin set free, 
before thy Father's face may all presented be!                                   John Ellerton 1808-63

The president introduces the liturgy:  
Dear friends, forty days ago we celebrated the birth of our Lord Jesus Christ.  
Now we recall the day on which he was presented in the Temple, when he was offered to 
the Father and shown to his people.  As a sign of his coming among us, his mother was 
purified, as we now come to him for cleansing.  In their old age Simeon and Anna 
recognised him as their Lord, as we today sing of his glory. In this Eucharist we celebrate 
both the joy of his coming and his searching judgement, looking back to the day of his birth 
and forward to the coming days of his passion. Jesus says, “I am the light of the world. They 
who follow me shall not walk in darkness but will have the light of life.” Let us then bring 
our sins into his light and confess them in penitence and faith.  

A time of silent prayer follows. 
God be gracious to us and bless us, and make your face shine upon us:  
Lord, have mercy. Lord, have mercy. 
May your ways be known on the earth, your saving power among the nations:  
Christ, have mercy.  Christ, have mercy. 
You, Lord, have made known your salvation, and reveal your justice  
in the sight of all people: Lord, have mercy. Lord, have mercy. 
May almighty God have mercy on us, forgive us our sins, and bring us to everlasting life.  
Amen. 

Glory to God in the highest, and peace to his people on earth. 
Lord God, heavenly King, almighty God and Father,  
we worship you,  we give you thanks, we praise you for your glory.   
Lord Jesus Christ, only Son of the Father, Lord God, Lamb of God,  
you take away the sin of the world: have mercy on us;   
you are seated at the right hand of the Father: receive our prayer.  
For you alone are the Holy One, you alone are the Lord, you alone are the Most High,  
Jesus Christ, with the Holy Spirit, in the glory of God the Father.  Amen. 

THE COLLECT:  the prayer for this festival 
Let us pray.  
After a time of silent prayer the president says the collect. At the end:   Amen. 

Please SIT for the readings and psalm.  

FIRST READING Malachi 3:1-5   
See, I am sending my messenger to prepare the way before me, and the Lord whom you 
seek will suddenly come to his temple. The messenger of the covenant in whom you 
delight--indeed, he is coming, says the LORD of hosts.  But who can endure the day of his 
coming, and who can stand when he appears? For he is like a refiner's fire and like fullers' 
soap; he will sit as a refiner and purifier of silver, and he will purify the descendants of 
Levi and refine them like gold and silver, until they present offerings to the LORD in 
righteousness.  Then the offering of Judah and Jerusalem will be pleasing to the LORD as 
in the days of old and as in former years. 
At the end:  This is the word of the Lord.

PSALM 24   
The earth, with all that dwell therein, with all its wealth untold, 
belongs to God who founded it upon the seas of old..

PLEASE STAND to sing the Gospel Acclamation and Responsory for Candlemas:

Search the scriptures as Christ                                                          We find him born in our midst 
told us in the Gospels// 
Born as a child and  
laid in a manger// 
Presented in the temple and

Alleluia, alleluia, alleluia. 
 

GOSPEL READING Luke 2:22-40. 
The Lord be with you. 
And also with you. 
Hear the Gospel of our Lord Jesus Christ according to Luke.  
Glory to you, O Lord. 
At the end:   This is the Gospel of the Lord. 
                     Praise to you, O Christ. 
 

Please SIT for the sermon. After the sermon, there will be a time of silence.                                                           
Then please stand for the Profession of Faith.  
We believe in one God, the Father, the Almighty,  
   maker of heaven and earth, of all that is, seen and unseen. 
We believe in one Lord, Jesus Christ the only Son of God,  
   eternally begotten of the Father, God from God, Light from Light, 
   true God from true God, begotten, not made,  
   of one Being with the Father; through him all things were made.  
For us and for our salvation he came down from heaven,  
   was incarnate of the Holy Spirit and the Virgin Mary and was made man.  
For our sake he was crucified under Pontius Pilate; he suffered death and was buried.  



On the third day he rose again in accordance with the Scriptures;  
   he ascended into heaven and is seated at the right hand of the Father.  
He will come again in glory to judge the living and the dead,  
   and his kingdom will have no end.   
We believe in the Holy Spirit, the Lord, the giver of life, who proceeds  
   from the Father and the Son, who with the Father and the Son  
   is worshipped and glorified, who has spoken through the prophets.  
We believe in one holy catholic and apostolic Church.  
We acknowledge one baptism for the forgiveness of sins.   
We look for the resurrection of the dead, and the life of the world to come. Amen. 

The Prayer of the Faithful follows. After each section:  
Lord, in your mercy :  
Hear our prayer.  
At the end:  
Lord God, you kept faith with Anna and Simeon and showed them the infant King.  
Give us grace to put all our trust in your promises,  
and the patience to wait for their fulfilment, through Jesus Christ our Lord.   
Amen. 

The president introduces THE PEACE: 
In the tender compassion of our God the dawn from on high has broken upon us,  
to shine on those who dwell in darkness and in the shadow of death,  
and to guide our feet into the way of peace. The peace of the Lord be always with you.  
And also with you. 
 

All exchange a sign of peace. Then please join in:  
Of the Father's heart begotten, ere the world from chaos rose, 
He is Alpha, from that Fountain all that is and has been flows; 
He is Omega, of all things yet to come the distant close, evermore and evermore. 
 

By His word was all created - he commanded and 'twas done; 
Earth and sky and boundless ocean, universe of three in one, 
All that sees the moon's soft radiance, all that breathes beneath the sun, 
Evermore and evermore. 
 

This is he, whom seer and sibyl sang in ages long gone by,; 
This is he of old revealèd in the page of prophecy; 
Lo! he comes the promised Saviour; let the world his praises cry,  
evermore and evermore. 
 

Let the storm and summer sunshine, gliding stream and sounding shore, 
Sea and forest, frost and zephyr, day and night their Lord adore; 
Let creation join to laud thee through the ages evermore - evermore and evermore. 
 

Christ, to Thee with God the Father, and, O Holy Ghost, to Thee, 
Hymn and chant with high thanksgiving, and unwearied praises be: 
Honour, glory, and dominion, and eternal victory, evermore and evermore! 
 

The bread and wine are brought to the altar.  



The president says a prayer over the gifts to which we all respond: 
Blessed be God for ever. 
 

THE EUCHARISTIC PRAYER follows. 
The Lord be with you. 
And also with you. 
Lift up your hearts. 
We lift them to the Lord. 
Let us give thanks to the Lord our God. 
It is right to give thanks and praise. 

The president continues the prayer, thanking God for his saving works, and then invites the people to 
join their praises with the whole company of heaven:    
..... and join with angels and archangels in their unending hymn of praise:   
Holy, holy, holy Lord, God of power and might, heaven and earth are full of your glory. 
Hosanna in the highest.  
Blessed is he who comes in the name of the Lord.  Hosanna in the highest. 

The president asks the Father to send the Holy Spirit to sanctify the bread and wine, and then repeats 
the Lord's own words over the bread and cup. ...................... 
Great is the mystery of faith: 
Christ has died: Christ is risen: Christ will come again. 

The president continues, joining our offering with Christ's sacrifice of himself.                                          At 
the end of the prayer the president says: 
...................we worship you, Father almighty, in songs of everlasting praise: 
Blessing and honour and glory and power be yours, for ever and ever. Amen. 

The President introduces the Lord’s Prayer and all say together: 
Our Father, who art in heaven, hallowed be thy name,  
thy kingdom come; thy will be done on earth as it is in heaven.  
Give us this day our daily bread  
and forgive us our trespasses as we forgive those who trespass against us.  
And lead us not into temptation, but deliver us from evil,  
for thine is the kingdom, the power and the glory for ever and ever. Amen.  

We SIT or KNEEL as the president breaks the consecrated bread in pieces for all to share: 
We break this bread to share in the body of Christ. 
Though we are many we are one body, because we all share in one bread. 
 

Lamb of God, you take away the sin of the world: have mercy on us. 
Lamb of God, you take away the sin of the world: have mercy on us. 
Lamb of God, you take away the sin of the world: grant us peace. 

The president addresses those who wish to come to Holy Communion: 
God’s holy gifts for God’s holy people. 
Jesus Christ is holy; Jesus Christ is Lord; to the glory of God the Father. 

Those who wish draw near to the altar. Those who are baptized, and communicant members of other 
Christian churches, are invited to receive Holy Communion. Others are asked to fold their arms for a 
blessing. 



During communion, please join in New light has dawned, and / or Like a Candle Flame (see back 
cover). When all have received Holy Communion there will be a time of stillness and quiet, then please 
stand with the President:  

Let us pray: After a moment of silent prayer:  
 

Lord, you fulfilled the hope of Simeon and Anna,  
who lived to welcome the Messiah: 
may we, who have received these gifts beyond words, 
prepare to meet Christ Jesus when he comes to bring us to eternal life; 
for he is alive and reigns with you, world without end . Amen.

Here we have greeted the light of the world. 
Help us never to forsake the light of Christ. 
Here we now stand near the place of baptism. 
Help us, who are marked with the cross,  
to share the Lord’s death and resurrection. 
Here we turn from Christmas to look towards Easter 
Help us to live a blessed, thoughtful and prayerful Lent 
Here we bless one another in your name. 
Help us to shine with your light in the world.  
Thanks be to God!  Amen.
